
“Amended Lot 11 of Trout Creek Estates” 

Subsequent Minor Subdivision 

 

PROJECT NARRATIVE 

 

This division is of Lot 11 of Trout Creek Estates, located in the NW1/4 and the NE1/4 of Section 23, 

Township 25 North, Range 32 West, P.M.M. Sanders County, Montana and contains 15.07 acres.  

 Nick and Rebecca Zavoianu are the owners of this 15.07 acre property. The intentions are to create 3 

individual lots, with the smallest being lot 11B at 3.01 acres and the largest being lot 11A at 9.03 acres. 

The property is accessed by a private road, Copper Ridge Land, which is accessed by Montana Highway 

200. Copper Ridge Road will provide access to all three proposed lots. The property is currently taxed as 

Improved Property – Rural, and the intentions are to develop the lots under the Improved Property – 

Rural regulations. Lot 11A has been partially developed with an existing residential structure, existing 

well, and existing septic system. This property is located on the eastern side of Montana Highway 200 

and is approximately 7.1 miles northwest from Trout Creek and 8.1 miles southeast of Noxon. A 

proposed sanitary system easement will be created with this plat and allow a shared septic system, 

located on lot 11A, for lots 11B and 11C. Each lot is intended to have their own well system. All three 

lots will seek DEQ approval.  

There are no new proposed covenants at this time, those will be established prior to final plat submittal.
